There are currently no public warnings in effect at this time. A Near Gale Warning (28 to 33
knots) is in effect for the Central and Southeast Bahamas. For additional marine information,
please view our Marine forecast on our website, met.gov.bs.

An Atlantic high pressure ridge continues to dominate weather conditions across the Bahamas
while streaming tropical moisture supports an elevated chance of passing showers through
tonight. Expect fresh to strong with warmer temperatures across the island chain.

Outlook: High pressure will continue to dominate weather conditions across the Bahamas,
bringing passing showers and strong winds through midweek. Winds will gradually decrease
from Wednesday as the ridge weakens, leading to light to moderate breezes for the rest of the
week. By late Thursday into Friday, moisture from a tropical wave moving out of the Caribbean
will increase cloudiness, humidity, showers, and thunderstorm activity mainly across the
Northern and Northwest Bahamas. There is also the potential for severe weather on Sunday.

Rip Currents: A high risk of dangerous rip currents exists along all east coast and Atlantic-
exposed beaches of the island chain. Beachgoers and swimmers should avoid entering the
water along all windward and Atlantic-exposed shorelines.

Heat and UV Index: Residents across The Bahamas are advised to remain hydrated, wear
protective clothing and sunscreen and seek shaded areas while outside during peak sunshine
hours (11lam — 4pm), as UV indices are expected to be in the very high range and heat
indices can reach the upper 90°s.
