BAHAMAS MARINE FORECAST

MARINE FORECASTS FOR THE BAHAMAS ISSUED BY THE BAHAMAS DEPARTMENT OF
METEOROLOGY AT 12:00 P.M. EDT DAY, MAY, 2026, FOR THE NEXT 24 HOURS. THE NEXT SCHEDULED
FORECASTS WILL BE ISSUED AT 6:00 P.M. EDT.

Near Gale Watch (winds 28 to 33 knots) is in effect for the Southeast Bahamas. Wind gusts
to near gale force are possible across that area. Boaters are urged to remain in port.

WARNINGS: Rip Currents: There is a moderate to high risk of rip currents on all east-coast and Atlantic
coastal waters of the island chain. Swimmers are advised to exercise caution when
entering these waters.

High pressure continues to build over the archipelago, creating brisk breezes over the area.
Spotty showers are expected to continue through the weekend. Winds are expected to
remain strong through next week, generating choppy seas and hazardous boating
conditions.
