GENERAL 

SITUATION: 

No significant changes are expected in the weather pattern, as ridging remains established 

from the surface through the mid-levels, while a weak upper-level trough persists aloft. 

Marine conditions will remain generally favorable across the waters from the Little Bahama 

Bank to the northern Great Bahama Bank. However, seas across the Southeast Bahamas will 

be locally choppy, becoming rough in Atlantic-exposed areas. This pattern is expected to 

persist through the remainder of the week and into the weekend. 

OUTLOOK: 

 

Outlook 

Wednesday & Thursday: The weather pattern remains largely unchanged, with ridging 

maintaining control from the surface through the mid-levels, while a weak upper-level trough 

persists over the region. Daytime heating combined with sea-breeze convergence will generate 

enough moisture and instability to trigger isolated showers and thunderstorms during the 

afternoon hours.

(INCLUDING GRAND BAHAMA, ABACO, BIMINI & ADJACENT WATERS): 

ADVISORY: None…outside of any thunderstorm activity… 

WINDS: South to southwest 10 to 15 knots today becoming southeast to south 10 knots tonight... 

LOCAL SEAS: All areas- less than 2 feet; the Atlantic exposed waters- 3 to 4 feet. 

GULF STREAM: Less than 2 feet 

SWELLS: Light east-southeast for the Atlantic exposed  

WEATHER: Mostly to partly sunny with the slight chance for isolated showers and possible thunderstorms. 
 

NORTHWEST BAHAMAS 

(INCLUDING NEW PROVIDENCE, ANDROS, THE BERRY ISLANDS, ELEUTHERA & ADJACENT WATERS): 

ADVISORY: None…outside of any thunderstorm activity… 

WINDS: Southeast 10 knots today becoming east to southeast tonight... 

LOCAL SEAS: All areas- less than 2 feet; the Atlantic exposed waters- 3 to 4 feet. 

SWELLS: Light east-southeast for the Atlantic exposed  

WEATHER: Mostly to partly sunny with the slight chance for isolated showers and possible thunderstorms. 
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CENTRAL BAHAMAS 

(INCLUDING EXUMA, CAT ISLAND, LONG ISLAND, SAN SALVADOR, RUM CAY & ADJACENT WATERS): 

ADVISORY: None…outside of any thunderstorm activity… 

WINDS: East to southeast 10 to 15 knots today becoming 15 knots tonight with higher gusts... 

LOCAL SEAS: All areas- less than 2 feet; Crooked Island passage- 2 to 3 feet; the Atlantic exposed waters- 3 to 4 feet. 

SWELLS: Light east-southeast for the Atlantic exposed  

WEATHER: Mostly to partly sunny with the slight chance for isolated showers and possible thunderstorms 
 

SOUTHEAST BAHAMAS 

(INCLUDING INAGUA, ACKLINS, CROOKED ISLAND, MAYAGUANA, RAGGED ISLAND & ADJACENT WATERS): 

ADVISORY: Small craft should exercise caution…Winds and seas will be higher due to thunderstorm activity. 

WINDS: East 15 knots today becoming 15 to 20 knots with gusts knots tonight... 

LOCAL SEAS: 
Sheltered areas- 1 to 3 feet; open waters & all passages- 3 to 4 feet; the Atlantic exposed waters- 4 to 

5 feet. 

SWELLS: Light to moderate east of open waters; moderate east-southeast for the Atlantic exposed  

WEATHER: Partly to mostly cloudy with the chance for isolated showers and possible thunderstorms.

Official Hurricane Season: June 1 – November 30, 2025. 
1. Northwestern Gulf of America (AL90): 

A broad area of low pressure located inland over south Texas is producing a large area of disorganized showers and 

thunderstorms.  The system is forecast to move northeastward along the Texas coast and could emerge over the 

northwestern Gulf of America later today or tonight.  Environmental conditions are expected to be marginally conducive 
for the formation of a short-lived tropical storm late today or on Wednesday, especially if the system moves far  

enough offshore. 

Elsewhere, the tropical is quiet and tropical cyclone formation is not expected for the next 7 days.
