BAHAMAS MARINE FORECAST

SWELLS:

NORTH BAHAMAS - Light to moderate for the Atlantic-exposed areas.
NORTHWEST & CENTRAL BAHAMAS -Moderate to large for the Atlantic
exposed

SOUTHEAST BAHAMAS: Large to dangerous for the Atlantic
exposed...moderate to large for the open waters

RIP CURRENT:

NORTH BAHAMAS: Light to moderate rip currents and rip tides, and under tow
risk.

REMAINING ISLANDS: Strong and dangerous rip currents and rip tides, and
under tow risk.

COASTAL FLOODING & EROSION:

NORTHWEST BAHAMAS: Moderate risk for Atlantic exposures.

WARNINGS: CENTRAL & SOUTHEAST BAHAMAS: High to moderate risk for Atlantic
exposures.
A dominant high-pressure system positioned north of the Northern Bahamas will
gradually sink southward across the northern half of the country tonight.
Meanwhile, the southern half of the Bahamas will remain under the influence of a
moderate pressure gradient. Across the northern waters, winds will be gentle to
moderate southeasterly breezes, while the remainder of the archipelago will
experience moderate to fresh easterly winds. Seas across the Northwest and
Northern Bahamas will be relatively calm in local waters. However, local waters
across the Central and Southeast Bahamas will be choppy. Along the Atlantic
side, swells will gradually subside for areas north and east of Grand Bahama and
Abaco. South of the northern islands, the marine advisory will remain in effect.
